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The College Fear Factor, p. 89 – 134
1. To what degree do Cox’s assertions that students resist pedagogical innovation resonate with our experiences teaching at KCC?  Is the resistance really as strong as Cox describes?  If our experiences with active pedagogy vary from those of Cox’s instructors, how might we explain these differences?  

2. If the limits of “teaching as telling” are widely known, why do we think this model still persists in higher education?  Moreover, what concrete strategies might be utilized by those instructors seeking to move from “teaching as organizing” to “making learning possible,” which requires a greater understanding of students’ beliefs and a knowledge of how students more from “novice” to “expert” levels of understanding (95)?
3. If “discuss” means that the teacher is “at the board and tell[ing] you exactly what you need to know” why would students bother to read the material they are “discussing”? What skills and abilities are they acquiring through this process of information transmission (95)? 
4. Cox affirms that faculty pedagogical innovation was not only questioned by students, but was not supported by colleagues and college administrators (105).  To what degree and in what ways is pedagogical innovation supported institutionally at KCC?  Have we experienced the resistance from “the institution” that Cox describes?
5. Is there a contradiction between students’ outright disdain for the pedagogical strategies Lori employed and their desire for their professors to “come down to our level a little bit”?  How did Beth and Julie seem to both “relate” and maintain students’ “trust in their competence” as faculty (120)?  Do we use any strategies of our own here at KCC?
6. Why was Lori’s class such a disaster and Beth and Julie’s not? Does Cox really identify some measurable pedagogical differences that we could employ?
